Guam is about 30 miles long and 4 to 8 miles wide. The portion of the island north­
east of Agana, the capital, is a limestone plateau 200 to 300 feet in elevation. The docks 
are at Piti, and a channel 2 miles long extends to the ship anchorage in the outer part 
of Apra Harbor. Heavy lines on the map are automobile roads, broken lines are trails, 
and heavy broken lines are poor roads. 
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
