Thrum , the unique and admirable scholar who founded the periodical and
edited it through 58 years .
The index consists of author and subject entries . Thrum's Annual

as well as specific headings . Although few articles are signed by Thrum ,
it is well known that he is the author of most of the unsigned articles .
No attempt has been made to credit these to him or to add or verify any
other information .
